QUICK ATTACH GENERAL INFORMATION

Quick attach device can be installed on front end loader
using tools ordinarily available, including standard
wrenches and a torque wrench.

Only quick-attach attachments can be used with quick
attach device. Pin-on style attachments can be used on
loader, but necessitate removal of quick attach device
and relocation of level indicator and cannot utilize
quick-attach feature.

References to left and right used in these instructions
refer to position when seated in operating position on
tractor. Loader must be mounted on tractor and
supported during installation of quick attach device.
Shut off engine and engage brakes during installation.

INSTALLING QUICK ATTACH DEVICE (Figure 1)

NOTE: Leave all attaching hardware loose (unless
noted otherwise) until quick attach device is completely
assembled to facilitate assembly and proper alignment.
Tighten all hardware to torques specified in general
torque specifications table.

WARNING: Always use a drift and hammer
made of non-sparking material (a shot-filled
mallet is recommended) to install or remove
pins. A steel hammer of drift could generate
flying metal fragments and result in injury.

Always wear safety glasses when using a
hammer to remove or install pins.

1. Unband quick-attach bracket from shipping
materials.

2. Fasten quick-attach bracket and level indicator rod
to loader using pins, cap screws, and lock nuts
provided with loader.

Tilt attachment at a slight downward angle, so quick
attach devise is visible and inspect quick attach
mechanism to verify that pins are fully engaged in
attachment ears.

NOTE: If attachment is not securely attached, follow
instructions for detaching it and repeat above
procedure.

DISMOUNTING QUICK-ATTACH BUCKET OR

Extend bucket cylinders slightly, while raising boom
to provide three to five inches of ground clearance.

Disengage latch pins by lifting handles and pulling
them rearward, so latch pins are held in raised
position.

WARNING: To avoid injury during
A installation or removal of loader bucket or

attachment, do not allow bystanders within
10 feet of loader or attachment.

Locate tractor on firm level ground.

Lower loader arms until bucket or attachment is
level and approximately two or three inches off
ground. Shut off tractor engine and set tractor
parking brake.

Disengage latch pins by lifting handles and pulling
them rearward, so latch pins are held in raised
position.

Making sure quick-attach bracket cross tube is
parallel to bucket or attachment, drive tractor ahead
very slowly toward attachment until cross-tube
touches just below attachment channel.

Use lift cylinder to raise loader while activating tilt
cylinder to curl quick-attach and engage cross-tube
in attachment channel. Moving tractor forward will
help engage cross-tube in channel.

When quick-attach bar is fully engaged in
attachment channel, place tractor in neutral, set
parking brake, shut off tractor. Move latch pin
handles forward to allow latch pin springs to spring
latch pins into latch (down) position.

4. Start tractor engine, release brake and extend tilt

cylinders while slowly backing tractor away from
bucket or attachment, until quick-attach
disengages from attachment.
